MATTHEW 25:14-30

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GO0 SPEAKS

THROUGHOUT SCRIPTURE, GOD HAS COMMANDED LS T0O GIVE BACK TO HIM
THE FIRST 10 PERCENT OF EVERYTHING WE MAKE. THAT'S CALLED TITHING.
WHY DOES GOD ASK YOU TO DO THAT? HE CERTAINLY DOESN'T NEED YOUR
MONEY. IT'S ALL HIS IN THE FIRST PLACE. HE JUST LOANS IT TO YOU WHILE
YOU'RE ALIVE. THE BIBLE SAYS YOU SHOULD PRACTICE THE PRINCIPLE OF
PUTTING GOD FIRST IN YOUR INCOME FOR THREE REASONS: THE PAST,
PRESENT, AND FLTLRE.

SEVEN PRINCIPLES
|. POSSESSION: EVERYTHING | HAVE 10 GOD.

“To one servant he gave five talents of money, to another two talents of money, and to an-
other one talent, each according to his ability. Then he left on his journey.” Matthew 25:15

2. ALLOCATION: GOD HAS ME MONEY.

“The man who had received the five talents went at once and put his money to work and
gained five more. So also, the one with the two talents also doubled his money. But the man
who had received the one talent went off, dug a hole in the ground and just hid his master's
money.” Matthew 25:16-18

“After a long time the Master of the three servants returned to settle his accounts.” Matthew
25:19

3. ACCOUNTABILITY: ONE DAY GOD WILL ME.

“The man who had received five talents brought the other five he had made. ‘Master,” he
said, ‘you entrusted me with five talents. See, | have gained five more.” His master replied,
‘Well done, good and faithful servant!” Matthew 25:20-21

“Then the servant with the two talents of money also came. ‘Master,’ he said, ‘you entrusted
me with two talents; now see that | have gained two more!’ His master replied, ‘Well done,
good and faithful servant!” Matthew 25:22-23

“Then the man who had received the one talent came. ‘Master,” he said, ‘I knew that you are
a hard man, harvesting where you have not sown and gathering where you have not scat-
tered seed. So | was afraid and went out and hid your talent in the ground. See, here is what
belongs to you." His master replied, ‘You wicked, lazy servant!” Matthew 25:24-26
